Stream Mapping Initiative:  The Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act was established to protect and improve water quality of the Chesapeake Bay, its tributaries and other state waters.  One component of the Act that helps achieve this goal is the requirement to protect perennial streams with natural vegetated buffers known as Resource Protection Areas (RPAs).  Fairfax County has developed a protocol and plan for developing a new map of its streams, including whether they are perennial or intermittent.  This map will be used to delineate RPAs and for complying with the requirements of the Act during and after the remapping project.


Watershed Planning:  The Chesapeake Bay 2000 Agreement encourages the development of watershed master plans.  Fairfax County has developed a plan for embarking on this initiative.


The Role of Regional Ponds and other Stormwater Controls as Watershed Management tools:  Since 1989, the County has had a Regional Stormwater Management Plan, which provided for a system of regional stormwater management facilities within the developing watersheds of the County.  In April 2002, the Board of Supervisors asked that a multi-agency committee study the role of regional ponds, as well as other stormwater controls, as watershed management tools.  After nearly a year, the committee developed a comprehensive report with Findings, a Unified Position on the role of regional ponds, and 61 Recommendations for improving the County’s stormwater management program.
