Risks of Acid Sulfate Soils – and Their Remediation at the Stafford Airport – Dr. Lee Daniels, Environmental Soil Science, Wetland Restoration and Mined Land Reclamaation, Dept. of Crop and  Soil Environmental Sciences, Virginia Tech, Blacksburg
When the Stafford Airport was built, 400 acres of acid sulfate soils were exposed.  Dr. Daniels led an initiative to remediate the risk posed by these soils by applying lime stabilized bio-solids.  The bio-solids came from waste water treatment plants in the area.  We will hear about this project and the results of the on-going monitoring.  Also, we will learn about the risks posed by acid sulfate soils, which are found in certain geological units. This is a looming problem in our area, as development pressures open up previously undeveloped areas.  A map will show where they are likely to be found.
