· The study of urban BMP incentive programs is getting underway. (see handout – Ten Principles)
· Work on the new stormwater regulations is moving forward. A Stormwater Technical Advisory Committee is studying several areas, including new water quality criteria that support achieving the goals of the tributary strategies.

· The nutrient credit exchange program was approved by the state Water Control Board in September and is out for public comment.  Of interest is a June 30 draft discussion paper on A Framework for the Creation of Nonpoint Source Offsets / Credits  (see handout)
· A Strategic Plan from the Secretary’s Office is under development, as called for in the Chesapeake Bay and Virginia Waters Clean up and Oversight Act.
· A summary of the Governor’s Natural Resource Leadership Conference in September, which centered around 4 topics – air quality, land conservation, outdoor recreation, fisheries and wildlife resources, and water quality and water resources – will be published soon and presents opportunities for potential Roundtable initiatives.
