History of Fairfax Water and the Griffith Water Treatment Plant –  Jeanne Bailey, Public Affairs Officer, Fairfax Water

A history and background on Fairfax Water, and specifically the Griffith Water Treatment Plant, will be given before embarking on a tour of the facility 
 1:30   Tour of the Griffith Water Treatment Plant – Fairfax Water staff will guide small group tours 

The plant features advanced drinking water treatment, with ozone and granular activated carbon filters. Ozone is a powerful disinfectant and oxidant that enhances the already high quality of treatment by further reducing the production of disinfection by-products (regulated substances by the Environmental Protection Agency). Six-foot-deep carbon filters provide additional removal of natural organic substances that sometimes cause taste and odors in drinking water.
