 LID – Marriage of Quantity, Quality and Stream Channel Protection – Bill Hicks, Director, Engineering and Construction, City of Falls Church 
The presentation will provide a brief background on LID and its role in controlling water quantity and quality, and in protecting stream channels.  Also, it will cover several related initiatives, particularly in the area of regulation and implementaion, bring us up to date, and set the stage for the day’s program.

 Stafford County’s LID Experience –  Steven Hubble, Environmental Programs Coordinator, Department of Code Administration, Stafford County

Stafford was one of the first counties to amend its codes to encourage the implementation of LID.  The county has learned what has worked and what has not.  The presentation will highlight the successes, shortcomings and roadblocks.  It also will describe education initiatives, for both county staff and the private sector, in areas such as plan review.

An Evaluation of 20 Rain Gardens – Findings and Recommendations – Dan Schwartz, Soil Scientist and Asad Rouhi, Urban Conservation Engineer, Northern Virginia Soil and Water Conservation District

The physical characteristics of  20 rain gardens were evaluated in relation to how well they were functioning.  The rain gardens, two to seven years old, were both publicly and privately maintained.  Infiltration tests were conducted, samples of filter media were analyzed in a lab, and the actual installation of each facility was compared to the approved design. The findings have yielded interesting conclusions and recommendations that will help state and local governments as they refine regulations and guidelines to improve how rain gardens are installed and maintained.

The Fairfax County Experience – Michelle Brickner, Deputy Director, Land Development Services, Fairfax County Department of Public Works and Environmental  Services


Fairfax County encourages the use of LID practices and has incorporated six of them into its Public Facilities Manual.  Recognizing the connection among several initiatives, including the new stormwater regulations and the MS-4 permit (to discharge stormwater into the Commonwealth’s waters), the County is studying related aspects such as the placement of LID practices on private property and implications of the inspection and oversight of facilities.

Chesapeake Bay Local Assistance Program – Overview and Status of the Phase III Code Review and the Annual Implementation Report – Daniel Moore, Principal Environmental Planner, Chesapeake Bay Local Assistance Division, Department of Conservation and Recreation

The Phase III Program involves the review and revision of Bay Act locality codes for inclusion of specific standards to implement water quality performance criteria.  A checklist is being developed to facilitate the local review.  The Chesapeake Bay regulations require that each Tidewater local government submit an annual report that outlines implementation of the local program.  A process and timetable for submitting these reports is being developed.

The Department of Conservation and Recreation has several regulatory actions underway dealing with stormwater management.  The presentation will highlight the proposed revisions to the water quality and quantity components of the Virginia Stormwater Management Program (VSMP).  The proposed regulations encourage the use of LID practices.  The revisions to the Virginia Stormwater Management Handbook may incorporate provisions of the Northern Virginia LID Supplement.  LID is a tool that can be used to meet the requirements of MS-19.
