Sources and Uses of Graywater and Public Health Concerns – Dwayne Roadcap, Virginia Department of Health 

The presentation will focus on graywater and rainwater, what they are, how they currently are regulated, and the Department of Health’s authority.   There was a presentation about rainwater harvesting at the October meeting.  Mr. Roadcap will describe the characteristics of graywater, how much graywater a typical family produces, and why we care about it.  He will discuss the types of uses people have proposed for graywater and rainwater, including commercial and residential uses, potable uses, and non-potable uses.  He will cover future and perceived needs.  He also will define the many terms and definitions associated with various water sources and their use.

Integration of Water Reclaim Systems into the Model Building Codes  –  Guy Tomberlin, Code Specialist III, Commercial Inspections Division, Land Development Services, Fairfax County Department of Public Works and Environmental  Services

While there are guidelines on the use of rainwater and graywater, the regulatory aspect currently lies within the Building Code.  Guy Tomberlin, a former county inspector, plumbing chief and now a code specialist will talk about integrating water reclaim systems into the Model Building Codes. He is past president of the Virginia Building Code Officials Association and past president of the Virginia Plumbing and Mechanical Inspectors Association.  He has been involved with code development for many years, and currently serves on the International Plumbing Code Development Committee for the 


International Code Council.  From this Council come the model codes that are used across 

Virginia, as required by reference in the Uniform Statewide Building Code.
