 Water Reclamation and Reuse Regulation (9VAC25-40) – Valerie Rourke, Water Reclamation and Reuse Coordination, Department of Environmental Quality, Office of Land Application Programs 
This presentation provides some background information on factors driving water reclamation and reuse and how it will be regulated in Virginia.  The reclamation and reuse of domestic, municipal and industrial wastewater will be regulated by the DEQ through the requirements of the Water Reclamation and Reuse Regulation (9VAC25-740).  The regulation specifies reclaimed water standards of treatment, appropriate reuses of reclaimed water based on these standards, application and permitting requirements, exclusions, prohibitions, use area requirements and other provisions regarding design, operation and maintenance of water reclamation and reuse projects.

Indirect Potable Reuse:  From Northern Virginia to Singapore – Tom Grizzard, Professor of Civil and Environmental Engineering, Virginia Tech; Director, Occoquan Watershed Laboratory; Environmental Engineering Coordinator, The Northern Virginia Center

In the United States, the first large scale use of reclaimed wastewater to indirectly supplement a surface potable water supply was put into place in Northern Virginia in the late 1970's.  Since then, reclaimed water has become an indispensable component of the water supply picture for the national capital region.  In the 21st century, new technological developments have increased the pace of reuse project adoption in other parts of the world and in the U.S.  Membrane technologies, in particular, hold out the possibility of producing reclaimed waters that are superior in quality to most potable supplies.
