Little Pimmit Run Stream Restoration Project – Asad Rouhi, Urban Conservation Engineer, Northern Virginia Soil and Water Conservation District 
A public-private partnership was formed to carry out a stream restoration project on a severely degraded and unstable segment of Little Pimmit Run in Fairfax County.  Most of the project was on parkland, and the nearby homeowners paid nearly two-thirds of the cost of the design and construction.  The project was completed in June 2007 and included an innovative solution to protect sanitary sewer lines crossing the stream and in the banks.  Each of the seven partners represented a different interest and each made a unique contribution.

Northern Virginia Stream Restoration Project – Mike Rolband, President, Wetland Studies and Solutions, Inc., and Larry Butler, Director of Parks and Recreation, Reston  Association.  
The Northern Virginia Stream Restoration project is a 14 mile urban stream restoration in Reston, managed by Wetland Studies and Solutions, Inc. in conjunction with the homeowner association.  The work is funded through the establishment of the Northern Virginia Stream Restoration Bank, whereby impacts to streams in other local areas can be compensated for through the purchase of restored stream ‘credits’ in Reston.  Reston was chosen for several reasons.  The streams are in desperate need of restoration, with steep, actively eroding banks, threatening trails, sanitary sewers, trees, and causing hundreds of tons of sediments to be deposited in a nearby lake.  The stream valley is an integral part of the community and heavily used by residents.  Given the geography of Reston, stream networks can be restored from top to bottom, which greatly enhances the likelihood of success.  The streams are being restored through the use of Natural Channel Design techniques.
