“Landfills as Renewable Energy Source – Utilizing Landfill Gas for Energy Production” 
Tom Smith, Solid Waste Division Chief, Prince William County Public Works 
The use of landfills as renewable energy parks will be discussed. Prince William County owns and operates a municipal solid waste landfill on 1,050 acres.  Methane is generated within the landfill. Different uses of methane for energy production will be described along with specific examples at the Prince William landfill.  Potential use of landfill property for other renewable energy technologies, such as solar and wind power, also will be discussed.

DEQ – “Virginia Environmental Excellence Program (VEEP) Overview” 
Keith Boisvert, VA Department of Environmental Quality, Office of Pollution Prevention
VEEP encourages superior performance through environmental management systems and pollution prevention.  The 2005 Virginia Assembly adopted legislation that provides the legal basis for the program.  The law, which became effective on July 1, 2005, outlines the structure of the program, including the levels of participation (E2, E3, and E4). Prince William County Landfill is currently at the E4 level.

            This project, a collaborative effort between VCE – Prince William Master Gardeners, 4-H youth, and Master Naturalists,  involves developing an inventory of the fauna and flora of the 250 acre undisturbed forest buffer at the Prince William County Landfill and using this natural area as a training site for these volunteer groups.
