Potomac Watershed Roundtable Press Release – January 2003

At its January 10, 2003 meeting, the POTOMAC WATERSHED ROUNDTABLE elected Fairfax County Supervisor Penny Gross as its new Chair, Northern Virginia Regional Commission member F. Bruce Holley as First-Vice Chair, and Prince William County Soil & Water Conservation District Director Martin Nohe as Second Vice-Chair. 

The Potomac Watershed Roundtable is a regional government-citizen forum 
whose purpose is to promote cooperation on water quality management concerns among the various local governments and stakeholder interest 
groups residing within the Virginia side of the Potomac River watershed. The Roundtable has made recommendations to the state on nutrient cap strategies for improving impaired waterways in the region and to the EPA on Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL)plans for the Chesapeake Bay. It also has developed legislative recommendations for the Virginia General Assembly's Commission on the Future of Virginia's Environment aimed at improving Virginia's erosion and sediment control and stormwater management programs. 

The Roundtable was launched in 2000 by the six soil and water conservation districts in the Potomac basin with assistance from the Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation.  Roundtable membership includes representatives from counties, cities, towns, and soil and water conservation districts, as well as stakeholders from the water utilities, environmental, agricultural, and boating communities on the Virginia side of the Potomac.
